He
stated that ample of business opportunities exist in India as the needs of the people are vast
and insisted that through perseverance alone an Entrepreneur can succeed. He detailed the
modalities of Ease of Doing Business reforms and the procedure of getting assistance from
Unemployed Youth Employment Generation Programme (UYEGP), Prime Minister’s
Employment Generation Programme (PMEGP), and New Entrepreneur cum Enterprise
Development Scheme (NEEDS).

Trichy C.R. Business Solutions Project Consultant, Sri. C. Ramaswamy Desai
trained the participants on “Product Selection and Preparation of Project Report”.
Conversion of business ideas into business strategies, Selecting the successful business
option, and preparation of project report are the aspects explained by him. The types of
project proposals and components of project proposals were explained by him with suitable
examples.
